DO NOT make travel arrangements, dispose of your property, give up your
job or sell your business until you have your visa in hand. Please apply well in advance of your desired travel to U.S.

A parent or a legal guardian must accompany applicants under the age of 14. If a parent or legal guardian is unable to attend, they

must provide a signed and notarized statement authorizing a responsible adult of their choosing to accompany their child to the
interview and execute any and all immigration applications on their behalf.
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
